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Preview of April Meeting Presentation

Designing, Processing and Trouble Shooting of Medical Injection Molded Parts

By Kishor Mehta, Bayer Corporation

When a part prematurely fails because of the lack of proper design or just plain bad
design, the designer alone does not take the blame. The major portion of the blame
unjustly goes to the material of construction. In the case of plastics it becomes easy to
say, “What did you expect? It's made of cheap plastic.” This presentation describes
how premature failure can be successfully designed out of Injection molded plastic
parts and assemblies by giving proper consideration to service conditions, moldability
and geometric features, mold design, environmental compatibility, and assembly
methods and related stresses.

Speaker Biography

Kishor Mehta is manager of Design Engineering Services at Bayer Corporation in Pittsburgh, PA. He received a BS degree in
Mechanical Engineering from the University of Rajasthan in1962 and MBA from Rochester Institute of Technology in 1981.

Before coming to the USA in 1970, he started two highly successful plastics processing plants in India from inception to full-scale
production. He has worked for major US corporations like American Can Company, Johnson & Johnson, Continental Can Company,
and Xerox Corporation. He received Xerox Corporation’s ‘Outstanding Achievement’ award in 1981.

He served as a member of the Executive Committee from 1999-2003 and Senior Vice President of the Society of Plastics Engineers
(SPE) in 2002-2003. He was elected Fellow of the Society in 1985 and Honored Service Member in 1999. He served as Treasurer in 86-
87 and Secretary of the Society in 87-88. In 1985 he served as the Program Chairman of the ANTEC (Annual Technical Conference of
SPE). He was President of the Rochester Section in 82-83 and Chairman of the Injection Molding Division of SPE in 83-84. He has
chaired several committees of SPE in last 20 years. He received International Committee Award in 1985 and Injection Molding Division
"Man-Of-The-Year" award in 1986 and PD3 founders award in 1994. He is member of SPE since 1968.

Kishor served as a member of the Pennsylvania State Board of Medicine from 1998 to 2002 and was re-appointed by Governor Mark
Schweiker for another term of four years ending in 2006. He has been featured in "Who's Who in Technology" and "2000 Notable
American Men". He has spoken at major industry conferences around the world and authored several technical papers published in
nationally circulated magazines.
