Earlier this year our Council representative, Sue Daly, brought back 
some disturbing news from National.  The overall outlook from the top 
was, due to a variety of reasons, not good and faced some serious 
financial issues.  Each year, based on money generated by member 
dues, the Rochester Section is given rebates from National to support 
our section activities. This year the Council has asked each section to 
evaluate our need for that rebate. The information below is an overview 
of that request.    

As a follow up a survey is being conducted by SPE's Council to determine the 
best course of action with respect to the 2004 dues rebate payments. As 
many of you know, at the last Council meeting it was decided that an Ad Hoc 
group of Councilors will work with the Finance Committee to propose 
alternate solutions to SPE's cash flow problems other than a unilateral and 
mandatory rebate suspension. As such, below are some questions to help the 
group develop alternative proposals. Most boards have spent a great deal of 
time discussing this issue. You are NOT expected to talk with other board 
members to fill out this survey as it is being used primarily for our planning.
