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PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

State of the Section

The Rochester Section, a branch of SPE National (now International), is one of the oldest sections of SPE and over all the
years its members have been among the who’s who of the industry while also being run by extremely capable and
dedicated people. As a result the Section has enjoyed considerable success in its primary goa of educating both its
members and the area public of all agesin general about the technical aspects of plastic molding.

However, times have changed and “SPE Rochester Section 20 is being dissolved” could soon be the headlines unless the
Section finds away to survive with these changes real soon.

Save for an increasing smaller group of dedicated individuals we as a Section are suffering from acute apathy; almost
complete lack of interest. Of our 222 current members we rarely see more than 30 at any monthly meeting and these 30 or
so are aways pretty much the same group every month. Of that group of 30 about half are made up of the BOD. Speaking
of the Board, we have had several resignations this year, have had to reduce the number of directors and at this point we
have almost no one even interested in being future officers.

| have solicited input from the general membership in several ways as to how to deal with this challenge but have gotten in some cases
little (6% to surveys) to no response. | have also spent hours discussing this with SPE National but the bottom line is that they have no
advice to offer (except their continued drum beat to get new members which frankly is more self serving advice since the Section no
longer gets any revenue what so ever from National).

| do want to point out that all is not lost. Our primary goa has always been education and we are still achieving that goal: we have
been enjoying the full program of monthly technical meetings put together this year by Dick Mastrodonato, and Mike Hayes and Jim
Wenskus continue our tradition of educationa visits to area schools, etc. several times each year. Also, we are assisting the
rejuvenation of the RIT student chapter and we are offering either a scholarship or travel assistance to ANTEC for students presenting
papers this year. In addition, Fred Buja has organized a group to plan a manufacturer’s display night early next year, John Bernacki
continues to put out the (award winning) newsletter and Ralph Barnes continues to find sponsors for it. All the while severa other
Board members quietly take care of business in the back ground and last but certainly not least Jay Westendorf continues to do an
excellent job as Chair of our main source of yearly income: the Adam Kreuter Memorial Golf Tournament.

But this small group that is running the Board and attempting to continue the Section traditions cannot go it alone forever,
we need ideas and we need help (people willing to serve) to ensure that Section 20 survives. The BOD has just renewed
our Vision and Mission statements (these were printed in December Newsletter) and we are working on a complete
business plan.

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INFORMATION ON FEBRUARY 21, 2005 PRESENTATION

The theme of the February meeting is “Screws, The Hidden Technology.”
Mr. Tim Womer's, Xoloy, Inc., topic will be “Injection & Extrusion Screw Design”

To some screw design is a black art but the technology has developed to one with a
scientific backbone. Computer simulation plays an important part in coming up with the
optimized design for either injection molding or extrusion screws.

The meeting will be held at the Wishing Well restaurant on 1190 Chili Avenue, Chili, New
York. The presentations will begin at approximately 7:30 pm and will be preceded by a
Social Hour at 5:45 pm (snacks and cash bar) and dinner at 6:45 pm. It is not necessary
to be present at the social hour/dinner portion of the evening in order to attend the
technical presentation portion of the meeting; there is no charge for attending the
presentation alone.

Review of January 2005 Presentations

The Section’s January 17, 2005 meeting was held at the Wishing Well restaurant on
Chili Avenue in the town of Chili, NY. This well attended meeting was jointly held with
the ASM Society. The theme of the two separate presentations was “Bonding of
Plastics.”

Mr. Mitch Rakus Jr. of North American Organic Consulting LLC (NOAC) presented
“"Adhesive Technology for Bonding Plastics.” He covered the important steps to
obtaining good adhesion of plastic parts. Important to all is proper surface
preparation. Other aspects to be considered are types of materials being bonded,
application method and environmental exposure.

Mr. Eric Kuzniar, a Senior Applications Engineer at Branson Ultrasonics described
many non-ultrasonic plastic welding technologies: Vibration, Hot Plate, Spin, and
Laser Welding processes. Included in the discussion of each process was how each
process worked, the advantages/disadvantages of the process, and generic design
considerations. He passed out a multitude of samples as examples of each type of
bonding process.
