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Preview of March Meeting Presentation

“Design Assistance, DOE, and Training Servicesfor Molders”

The mission of the Plastics CAE Center at Penn State Erie is to educate plastic injection
molders and plastics-related companies on the benefits of using computer-aided engineering
filling simulation software. Members learn the technology through consortium meetings and
workshops, which are presented at Penn State Erie, and through individual flow analysis
project work.

The Plastic CAE Center, located on the campus of Penn State Erie, The Behrend College,
allows its members to takes the guess work out of the decision to acquire CAE technologies.
The center provides training, expertise, and hands-on experience with minimal financial risk.

Review of February 16, 2004 Meeting Presentation

“WEAPONS OF MASS PRODUCTION: MELTFLIPPER TECHNOLOGIESAND THE 5 STEP
PROCESS”, Dave Hoffman, Beaumont Technologies

Most of us have experienced designing multi cavity molds where balanced runner systems are
key to producing quality parts. Balancing the runners can be as simple as maintaining the same
runner lengths while keeping the same cross section for molding identical parts. In instances
where this is not possible, for example family molds, balanced filling is achieved by adjusting the
cross sections of the runners so that the unlike parts are filled as equally as possible — minimizing
underfills and over packed parts. But there are inconsistencies in parts even in the case of
molding identical parts with balanced runner systems. Hoffman showed examples of parts that
had wide variations in part weight even though the runners were supposedly balanced. Use of the
Meltflipper has been shown time after time to improve these inconsistencies. The technology can
be licensed for a reasonable fee.

A new mold commissioning strategy, known as the 5 Step Process, to help toolmakers and
molders alike quickly identify, quantify, and diagnose the root cause of filling imbalances was
reviewed by Hoffman. The software, compatible with mold flow characterization programs will be
available soon.

SPI Report Shows How Plastics Industry Affects U.S.
Employment and Economy

A recently released SPI report shows that the U.S.
plastics industry (including captives) employed more
than 1.4 million workers nationwide and generated
nearly $310 billion in shipments in 2002. Another
772,400 people were employed by upstream suppliers of
the plastics industry, bringing the employment impact to
nearly 2.2 million—about 2% of the U.S. workforce.
Those upstream suppliers produced an additional $83.6
billion in shipments, bringing the plastics industry’s total
