Don Jambro sent Mike an email asking about a grant 
application from National for an educational initiative this 
year.  This was tabled as Don was not at the meeting to 
discuss. 
National had sent out a leadership news email that included 
reference to the fact that National s insurance does not 
cover the BOD or the chapter for liabilities incurred at 
monthly meetings or scheduled events (such as our annual 
golf outing).  It was agreed to ask Jay Westendorf, the golf 
outing chairman, to contact Shadow Pines and discuss their 
insurance coverage to determine our need, if any, for 
liability coverage for the event. 
General discussion of the results of the questionnaire took 
place (reference Mike s report below).  The results indicate 
that the first Monday of the month is preferred and it was 
agreed that we would try this next year.

There 
were numerous factors that affected the 2004 Budget that include SPE Foundation 
Expenses, hotel attrition costs at Chicago Antec, continued erosion of revenues for SPE 
Training Products and Book sales and Seminars. Susan Oderwald and the Budget 
Committee have done a remarkable job in trimming an additional $600,000.00 from the 
budget . Mem bership has stabilized, but cont inued prom ot ion is det r im ental in SPE s 
success. Councilors are required to bring in a member by January council meeting along 
with a Board member to do the same. Membership is approximately one third of the 
budget and our path can change with an increase in members. A full area-by-area 
presentation of this budget is available to Section and Division board members on 
http://www.4spe.org/communities/leadership/0410/index.php.
