Times/Attendance:       
Meeting called to order at 5:15 pm by President Frank Murphy. Also in attendance: Fred Buja, Don Jambro, Mike Hayes, 
Dick Mastrodonato, Mike McDermott, Bob Slocomb, Joel Shenton, Charlie Catchpole, Jim Wenskus, Sue Daly, Carl 
Letendre, Ralph Barnes, Jeff Genovese, Dario Gonzalez, Jay Westendorf, John Bernacki and Bob Russell.  Meeting was 
closed at 6:10 pm. 

Old Business 
No vote could be taken on February BOD minutes; they have not been published yet (John Bernacki has not received 
them from Jerry Getgen yet).  John will contact Jerry so he can get the minutes into the next newsletter. 
Topics for change (Mike McDermott) 
- Last month it was requested that each BOD member send some ideas to help meeting attendance and the top five were 
to be reported with the idea that we would decide on and implement at least one.  The top five were:

Old Business 
Minutes of the February BOD meeting (copies were passed out prior to the meeting for review) were approved.  These are in the current newsletter (see newsletter 
report below). 
Minutes of the March BOD meeting were approved.  These will be included in the next newsletter. 
Fred Buja: result of General Membership vote to alter the by-laws such that changes (to the by-laws) will be by vote of the BOD was approved by a 4:1 margin.   

New Business

 

Assignments for improvements: Mike asked everyone attending the May BOD dinner to pole their businesses and bring one response as to what the Rochester 
Chapter could offer area molding/molding related businesses that it does not now.
